WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 18 establishes appeal procedures; and
WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 18 establishes ten (10) days as an appeal period;

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that a larger appeal period is appropriate,
NOW, THEREFORE,

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODINVILLE, WASHINGTON, DO
ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Ordinance No. 18, Section 2A, is hereby amended as follows:

] ( A A. A person must file a written notice of appeal within 14 days of
the date of the decision being appealed. The notice of appeal shall
state clearly the grounds for appeal. When City ordinance or state
law requires preparation of a written decision, the date of decision
is when the written decision is approved by the person, board or
commission.

Section 2. Effective date. This Ordinance shall be in force and effect five days after its
passage by the Woodinville City Council and publication of a summary consisting of the title, as
required by law.
