WHEREAS, pursuant to the requirements of the Washington State Growth Management
Act, the City of Woodinvile is required to develop and adopt development regulations

implementing its Comprehensive Plan;

WHEREAS, RCW 36. 70A.130( 4) requires that the City of Woodinvile, a "fully planning"
city within King County shall update its Comprehensive Plan and development regulations, as
necessary, to reflect local needs, new data, and current laws;

WHEREAS, the Woodinvile City Council has determined that certain amendments are
necessary to keep the Comprehensive Plan, Development Code and Zoning Code updated and
to accommodate the needs of its citizens;

WHEREAS, the Woodinvile City Council has reviewed the amendments contained in
this ordinance and finds that these amendments meet the required criteria in Ordinance No. 172
and WMC 21.46.030;

WHEREAS, public hearings were held by the City of Woodinvile Planning Commission
on October 17,2007;

WHEREAS, the requirements of the State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) RCW
43.21C have been met;

NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF WOODINVILLE,
WASHINGTON, DOES ORDAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Findinas. The City Council hereby adopts the following findings in support
of this ordinance, together with the recitals expressed herein.

1. The 2007 Annual Docket Applications are organized into two broad categories: (1)
Comprehensive Plan Amendments and (2) Development Code Amendments.

2. Pursuant to the City of Woodinvile Municipal Code (WMC) Chapter 17, the Planning
Commission is required to hold a public hearing on the amendments and make a
recommendation to the City CounciL.

3. The Comprehensive Plan amendments are consistent with the required decision criteria
found in WMC 21.01.170. Analysis of the proposed amendments and decision criteria is
contained in Attachment F, which is herein incorporated by reference.

4. The amendments to the text of the Zoning Code are consistent with the requirements of
WMC 21.46.030. Analysis of the proposed amendments and decision criteria is
contained in Attachment G, which is herein incorporated by reference.

5. The City SEPA Official reviewed the 2007 Annual Docket amendments for
environmental impacts under SEPA (RCW 43.21 C), and issued a Determination of Non-
Significance(DNS) on April 30, 2007 for SEP2007-0015; SEP2007-021; SEP2007-029;
SEP2007-030; and SEP2007-031). The appeal period ended on May 14, 2007. No
comments or appeals were received.



6. A Determination of Non-Significance (DNS) was issued on August 6,2007 for SEP2007-
044; SEP2007 -0046; SEP2007 -049; SEP2007 -051; and SEP2007 -065. The appeal

period ended on August 202007. No comments or appeals were received.

7. The Planning Commission reviewed components of the 2007 Annual Docket during its
June 20, August 1, and October 3, 2007 public meetings.

8. To encourage public involvement, the City published notice and held two public open
house meetings on June 20, 2007 and October 17, 2007 to receive public comment on
the 2007 Annual Docket.

9. The Planning Commission held a public hearing for the 2006 Annual Docket on
Wednesday, October 17, 2007.

10. The Planning Commission deliberated and produced recommendations on the 2007
Annual during the November 7 2007, Planning Commission meeting.

11 The City Council considered the Planning Commission's recommendation concerning

the 2007 Annual Docket at a November 13, 2007 study session.

12. The City Council held first reading of Ordinance No. 448 on December 4, 2007.

17.03.010 Conversion condominium requirements created.
This chapter establishes requirements pertaining to the conversion of aparments to condominiums as

set forth in Chapter 64.34 RCW, The Condominium Act. Unless otherwise specified, all terms used
herein shall have the same meaning as defined in Chapter 64.34 RCW as now exists or as may hereafter
be amended. (Ord. 70 § , 1993)

17.03.020 Written inspection report.

(1) The public offering statement of a conversion condominium shall contain, in addition to the
information required by RCW 64.34.' 10 and 64.34.415, a copy of the written inspection report prepared
by the City's Building Offcial, which report shall list any violations of the UHiform Code construction
codes, as adopted by th City of ff W oodinvile Gi G-ordinance~ No. - or other applicable
governmental regulation related to life/safety matters. Costs of the inspection shall be borne by declarant.

(2) Said inspection shall be made within 45 days of 
the declarant's written request for the inspection

and said report shall be issued within 14 days of said inspection being made.
(3) The Building Offcial may require a report from a qualified inspection service in lieu of the

inspection required above. (Ord. 70 § 1, 1993)



(4) A Building permit is required to record the transfer of occupancy sub tye and ensure compliance
with this chapter. Fees shall be based per building and based on the current fee resolution table
established by City CounciL.

17.03.030 Repair of violations.
(1) Prior to the conveyance of any residential unit within a conversion condominium, other than a

conveyance to a declarant or affiiate of a declarant:
(a) All violations disclosed in the inspection report, not otherwise waived by the City, shall be

repaired with valid building permits, and
(b) A letter of certification shall be obtained from the City stating that such repairs have been made.

This certification shall be based on a re-inspection to be made within seven days of the declarant's written
request for the re-inspection and shall be issued within seven days of the re-inspection being made. Costs
of the re-inspection shall be borne by declarant at the rates set forth by the City.

(2) Certification by the City shall state that only those defects discovered by the residential inspection
have been corrected and that the certification does not guarantee that all relevant code violations have
been corrected. No declarant shall use the City's certification in any advertising, nor shall a declarant
indicate or imply to anyone, for the purpose of inducing a person to purchase a condominium unit, that
the City has "approved" the premises or any unit for sale. (Ord. 70 § 1, 1993)

17 .03.040 Warrant of repairs.

(1) The repairs required to be made under this section shall be warranted by the declarant against
defects due to workmanship or materials for a period of one year following the completion of such repairs
after building permits have been finaled and tp~ . is received by the City and
the Hr

(2) Prior to the conveyance of any residential unit within a conversion condominium, other than a
conveyance to a declarant or affliate of a declarant:

(a) The declarant shall establish and maintain, during the one-year warranty period, an account
containing a sum equal to 10 percent of the actual cost of making the repairs.

(b) During the one-year warranty period, the funds such account shall be used exclusively for
paying the actual cost of making repairs required, or for otherwise satisfying claims made, under such
warranty.

(c) Following the expiration of the one-year warrant period, any funds remaining in such account
shall be disbursed to the declarant.

(d) The declarant shall notify in writing the property association and the City as to the location of
such account and any disbursements from it. (Ord. 70 § 1, 1993)

(1) An application to amend the City's Comprehensive Plan may be made to the City Department of

Planning and Community Development at any time. However, applications that are reviewed annually
must be received by March 31 st of any year to be considered during that same year.

(2) The varIOUS types of 
applications as defined by WMC 21.01.20 shall be subject to the following

time considerations:
(a) Type A. Amendments shall be considered anually. In addition, the City shall undertake a

comprehensive review of land use, densities, urban growth areas, and potential annexation areas at least
every 10 years after the date of adoption (1996).

(b) Type B. Changes to the Comprehensive Plan's goals and policies mayef be considered
annually eyery five years after the date of adoption (1996),

( c) Type C. Changes to any other text of the Comprehensive Plan may be made annually as
necessar to reflect changes to population growth, other State laws, errors, or refinement of community
goals and needs.

(d) Type D. The addition or deletion of a new or old element or subarea plan shall be considered
annually. (Ord. 172 § 4, 1997)

21.04.100 General Business zone.
(1) The purpose of 

the General Business zone (GB) is to provide auto-oriented retail and
services for local and regional service areas that exceed the daily convenience needs
of residential neighborhoods but that cannot be served conveniently by the Central
Business District, and to provide retail and business services in locations within the
city that are appropriate for extensive outdoor storage and auto related and
commercial uses; and, to provide space for offices as primary uses and for hotels and
motels. These purposes are accomplished by:

(a) Providing a wider and more diverse range of 
the retail, recreation, office and

business services than are found in neighborhood business areas;
(b) Allowing for commercial uses with extensive outdoor storage or auto related and

industrial uses; and
( c) Limiting residential, institutional; and personal services aRd offee to those

necessar to directly support commercial activity.
(2) Use of this zone is appropriate in commercial areas that are designated by the

Comprehensive Plan and are served at the time of development by adequate public
sewers, water supply, roads and other needed public facilties and services,

1.6). This proposal also helps the City meet Capital & Public Faciliy Element policy CF-3.1,
requiring capital facilty service standards for municipal buildings and parks,

The Moderate Residential to Offce Future Land Use designation is consistent with
Comprehensive Plan section 3.7-2: "From time to time.. . growth trends cause a shift in land
use needs... When such changes occur, it is appropriate to review the goals and policies."
Significant changes to the amounts and characteristics of anticipated future growth have
occurred in the area. That growth has increased demand for office space.

2. How does the proposed land use designation promote a more desirable land use
pattern for the community? If so, a detailed description of the qualities of the
proposed land use designation that make the land use pattern for the community
more desirable should be provided to enable the Planning Commission and City
Council to find that the proposed land use designation is in the community's best
interest.

The Central Business District to Public/Institutional Future Land Use Map designation
proposal wil promote a more desirable land use pattern for the community by being similar
in nature to the development occurring to the east and south of the property. The re-

designation to Public/Institutional land use designation wil allow the City to bring its Civic
Campus Master Plan closer to completion.

Regarding the Moderate Residential to Office Future Land Use designation; there have
been significant changes in the circumstances of the property that encourage a
reclassification and a re-zone. The subject properties are impacted from increasing traffic
on 140th Avenue NE. Development of existing offce zoning has diminished the availabilty
of suitable office property. The change of this property likely would contribute to
infrastructure improvements in the area, serving to enhance the general welfare of the
public.

3. What impacts would the proposed change of land use designation have on the
current use of other properties in the vicinity, and what measures should be taken to
ensure compatibility with the uses of other properties in the vicinity?

The Central Business District to Public/Institutional Future Land Use Map designation
proposal: the re-designation of the subject three parcels wil bring the Civic Center Campus
Master Plan closer to fruition. The re-designation of these parcels wil not likely to affect
other nearby properties. The adjacent CBD properties are separated from the subject
parcels by arterial streets; NE 175th Street and 131st Avenue NE.

The Offce designation requires a visual screen landscape barrier of 20 feet between land
classified as office and residential properties. Therefore, litle, if any impacts to the current
use of properties in the vicinity are anticipated as a result of these changes. In additon, the
west line of the Residential property adjacent to and east of the subject property contains a
six foot high block wall that topographically separates the parcels and modifies physical and
visual impacts between the properties.
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4. Comments received from affected property owners and residents.

With one exception, no affected property owners or residents have commented on the
Comprehensive Plan Amendments proposal. Residents have spoken in opposition to the
proposal to expand the Neighborhood Commercial designation on the Comprehensive Plan
Future Land Use Map. Public comment opportunities wil be given during environmental
review (SEPA) comment period and at the Planning Commission public hearing on this
proposal.

1 The (proposed) amendments are consistent with the purposes of the Comprehensive
Plan.

The proposed Amendments provide consistency with GMA and correct errors, update and
add mandatory language and amend the development and zoning codes to further
implement the Comprehensive Plan. Amendments include adding definitions and
regulations to add clarity and ensure consistency in regulating land uses in accordance with
the purposes of the Comprehensive Plan.

2. The (proposed) amendments are consistent with the purposes of this title (Zoning
Code).

The amendments are consistent with the general purposes of the Zoning Code. The
amendments wil clarify code language and add definitions resulting in better land use
decisions and more effective application of development regulations,

3. The benefit or avoided cost to the public health, safety and welfare is sufficient to
warrant the action (proposed amendments).

The proposed amendments are expected to have positive impacts on public health, safety,
and welfare.
